After raising side, make sure latches are secure. DO NOT leave child in crib with side
lowered. Be sure side is in raised and locked position whenever child is in crib.

When child is able to pull to standing position, set mattress to lowest position and
remove bumper pads, large toys and other objects that could serve as steps for
climbing out. When child is able to climb out or reaches the height of 35 inches
(90 cm), the crib shall no longer be used.

Never use plastic shipping bags or other plastic film as mattress covers because they
can cause suffocation. DO NOT use a water mattress with this crib.

If refinishing, use a non-toxic finish specified for children’s products.
Before each usage or assembly, inspect crib for damaged hardware, loose joints,
missing parts or sharp edges. DO NOT use crib if any parts are missing or broken. Call

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Care Instructions

Dust often using a clean, soft, dry lint-free cloth.
Blot spills immediately and wipe with a clean
damp cloth. We do not recommend the use of
chemical cleansers, abrasives or furniture polish
on our lacquered or painted finish.

If the Crib is to be stored, store in cool dry place
and carefully package all original hardware to
protect from loss or damage.

Check fasteners periodically for tightness.
